The single best way to prevent the flu is to get a flu
vaccine each season. Yearly flu vaccination should begin
in September and continue throughout the flu season which
can last as late as May, so it is not too late if you have not
received yours yet. While flu season can begin early as
October, most of the time seasonal flu activity peaks in
January, February or later. There are two types of flu vac-
cines: “Flu shots” - inactivated vaccines (containing killed
virus) that are given with a needle - and nasal spray flu
vaccine - a vaccine made with live, weakened flu viruses

that is given as a nasal spray.  The spray is approved for use in healthy people 2 to 49
years of age who are not pregnant.

The flu is a contagious respiratory illness caused by influenza viruses that infect the
nose, throat, and lungs. Most experts believe that flu viruses spread mainly by droplets
made when people with flu cough, sneeze or talk. These droplets can land in the mouths
or noses of people who are nearby. Less often, a person might also get flu by touching
a surface or object that has flu virus on it and then touching their own mouth, eyes or
possibly their nose.  You may be able to pass on the flu to someone else before you
know you are sick, as well as while you are sick. People who have the flu often feel
some or all of these signs and symptoms: Fever or feeling feverish/chills (not everyone
with flu will have a fever), cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose, muscle or body
aches, headaches, and fatigue.
